Once you have been given the name of the Educator/s, who potentially will be able to offer the 
care, please contact them to arrange a mutually suitable interview time in the Educator’s home.  
For the initial interview please leave enough time as there are many issues that need to be 
discussed.  You should discuss with the Educator your expectations of childcare, and your 
child’s needs.  Please make sure your child accompanies you to the interview. 
 

The Family Day Care home should be safe, healthy and child friendly.  You will need to discuss 
your child’s personality and routine during your initial visit.  Below are some items to discuss 
which may assist you in your decision of choosing the most appropriate person to care for your 
child.
